RULE REMINDER>:

> Throw In - officials will enforce proper technique. 1st & 2nd grade leagues will be given a second
chance on a throw in violation. For other leagues it will be a turn over. K4-5 league will not do
throw ins, but rather a kick in. (refer to pg 61 in coaches playbook)

> Defender Line (K4-5 & 1st — 2nd grades) — There are no goalies in these leagues. Likewise no
defender may be positioned directly in front of the goal. The defender must play in front of the
defender (dotted) line. Defenders can penetrate over their own line as the ball crosses the line.

> Goalies — (for 31 grade & up) will be determined by the 3 player in each segment’s rotation.
